Amateur Radio Emergency Service (ARES) in the Nebraska Section is growing. It
is currently divided into six districts. As we grow there may be some adjust-
ment in the number and size of districts.

The ARES Nebraska Section has formally established Nebraska ARES Inc.
(NeARES Inc) a non-profit, to create a conduit for collecting cash for grants and
equipment for distribution to clubs and organizations. NeARES is not aligned
with any clubs and acts as a nonpartial entity to support clubs and amateurs
with political support, inter/intra club relations, and technical support.

The district | cover is the southeast district, consisting of 20 counties. Basically,
south of the Platte River west to Polk, south to Thayer, east to Richardson, and
backup the Missouri including Washington and Douglas.

Within some of these counties we need to establish leadership positions.
These positions interact directly with the Emergency Managers (EM) of the
county on how best we can help them. Not all the counties are defined, and
some are in various levels of development. | will be sending out further infor-
mation on these needs. Such as county Emergency Coordinator (EC), Assistant
Emergency Coordinators (AEC’s), Public Information Officers (P1O’s), Spotters,
Communicators, etc. There is some training required.

Our goal in the greater Omaha area is Douglas County. Concurrently and sec-
ondarily is Washington, Cass, Otoe, and Saunders.

An ARES member does not have to be a resident of a particular county or
member of a club. The leadership positions do have to become an ARRL mem-
ber.

The monthly commitment, outside of public service operations, is a few hours
a month. Some of those public service events can include storm spotting, flood
watch, damage assessment, shelter communications, large public event com-
munications, etc.

Some Ham Radio Operators you may have heard of:

1. Actor Marlon Brando, KEBPZH/FO5GJ, SK

One of the best-known names in cinematic as well as
Amateur Radio circles, actor Marlon Brando, died in
Los Angeles on July 1st 2004 at 22:20 UTC at age 80.
Known to hams worldwide as KE6PZH and FO5GJ,
Brando is listed on the FCC database as Martin Bran-
deaux. He was on the air occasionally through the
years with his FO5 call sign from his private island in
French Polynesia.

In an interview with Larry King on CNN in 1994, Bran-
do confirmed his continued interest in Amateur Radio.
In response to a caller's question, he said ham radio
provided him with the opportunity to just be himself.

The iconoclastic actor was best known for his roles as
Stanley Kowalski in "A Streetcar Named Desire," a
dockworker in "On the Waterfront," and Vito Corleone
in "The Godfather." He was nominated for eight Acad-
emy Awards and won twice.
