145.115 WBQGQQK Repeater News
Due to interference issues, the WBOQQK repeater on 145.115 MHz will now
require a subaudible (CTCSS) tone of 179.9 Hz. in order to access the system.
Until recently, three of the four satellite receivers required CTCSS, while the
Bellevue receiver remained carrier squelch. By encoding the subaudible tone,
users of low-power or portable transcievers will recognize a more
satisfactory transfer of their signal since the voted system measures the best
strength and audio for relay. Satellite receivers are located in Council Bluffs,
Central Omaha, West Omaha and Bellevue. The system is still considered to be
open and available for the use of all licensed amateurs with VHF privileges.
