NSTAR Flight 07-C launch announcement 
NSTAR Flight 07-C is scheduled for Sunday, Nov. 11th, at 8am CST from 
DC West High School at Pine and Hudspith Streets in Valley, NE.  APRS 
will be on 144.34 MHz with callsign N9XTN-11 and on 144.39 MHz with 
callsign N9XTN-12.  Flight time should be about 2 hours and the 
maximum altitude should be 90-95,000 ft.  Landing is currently projected 
to be near Griswold, IA. 
  
If the SSTV payload is ready, it will be on 147.585 MHz with Robot 36 
images every 3 minutes. 
  
Anyone wishing to watch, help launch, or chase is welcome to attend.  
We will be monitoring 446.30 MHz simplex and 443.550+ (PL 103.5) 
repeater in Valley, and will use 446.30 for the chase.  We can always use 
more hands - no experience necessary.  Feel free to forward this notice to 
other e-mail lists, but interested parties should check 
http://groups.yahoo.com/group/knsp/messages later in the week for last 
minute changes. 
  
The weather this weekend looks favorable for us, but breezy conditions
