Committee: Transportation and Telecommunications

A BILL FOR AN ACT relating to electricity; to adopt the Public Power Infra-
structure Protection Act; to provide a duty for the Revisor of Statutes; and to
provide severability. Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Sec. 1. Sections 1 to 5 of this act shall be known and may be cited as the Public
Power Infrastructure Protection Act.

Sec. 2. For purposes of the Public Power Infrastructure Protection Act:

(1) Access broadband over power line system means a carrier current system that
transmits radio frequency energy by conduction over electric power lines and has
the capability to carry broadband service;

(2) Broadband service means a digital service having the capability of supporting,
in both the provider-to-customer and customer-to-provider directions, a speed
or bandwidth in excess of two hundred kilobits per second;

(3)Carrier current system means a system or part of a system that transmits radio
frequency energy by conduction over electric power lines to a receiver also con-
nected to the same power line, including any access broadband over power line
system;

(4) Electric utility infrastructure means any poles, structures, duct lines, conduit,
power lines, or other facilities or equipment used or useful to transmit or distrib-
ute electric energy;

(5) Information service facility means any equipment, structure, or material used
or useful in providing broadband service to or within the premises of customers
of a public power supplier, including any carrier current system;

(6) Public power supplier means a public power district, a public power and
irrigation district, a municipality, a registered group of municipalities, an electric
cooperative, an electric membership association, a joint entity formed under the
Interlocal Cooperation Act, a joint public agency formed under the Joint Public
Agency Act, an agency formed under the Municipal Cooperative Financing Act,
or any other governmental entity providing electric service;

(7) Telecommunications common carrier has the definition found in section 86-
118;

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Prez Sez

I welcome everyone to the 2005 and the month of February. With this year, some
changes will and have occurred. At a meeting last year, the Board of Directors was in-
structed by the membership to look into printing the Ham Hum again. The BOD did
this and made a recommendation to the membership at the December meeting. The
recommendation was to resume printing the Ham Hum on an every other month sched-
ule and return the dues to the 2003 level. The membership made a motion to accept and
institute the BOD recommendation and it passed by a significant margin.

The printing of the Hum on an every other month basis serves two purposes. First, it
saves 50% of the printing and mailing costs and secondly, it reduces the workload of the
volunteers who write the articles, format the newsletter, take it to be printed, manually
f ‘ fold and staple each issue and apply the address labels and stamps. The every other
= month schedule does mean an increase in the lead-time for printing timely information.
So if you have any news such as contests, on the air events, drills, meetings, public service events, flea markets, or
announcements, please send them in THREE months ahead if possible. The print size will be a bit larger in the
printed ones this year.

Due to the consensus of people I have spoken with, we will not be printing the complete minutes of two BOD
meetings and two General Membership meetings. There will be a location on the website where the complete
minutes will be posted. They will also be available for the asking at the club meetings (please let a Board Member
know, if possible, so we know about how many to print), by request at my QTH or by mail for a stamp. We will
put an abridged synopsis of the meetings in each Hum. Also, the budget is traditionally published in the March
Hum and approved at the March meeting, since there won’t be a March Hum, [ will present the budget at the
March meeting, it will be printed in the April Hum and it will be voted on in April.

The dues have returned to the 2003 level. This means that the dues are now $20.00 with Student dues $8.00,
Spouse $4.00 and Minor Dependent $4.00. These are the current 2005 dues, but anyone who renews by the end
of the grace period, will pay at the 2004 level $10.00, 4.00, 2.00, 2.00. The grace period usually ends with the end
of February, but this year it will be extended to the end of March as was announced at the club meetings.
Elections went very well with the election of 4 BOD members, a Veep and the re-election of the President. The
BOD members elected are, WQAAI Greg Babbitt, AEQEG Marvin Taylor, KOOMA Dennis McMahon, KCOOYT
Rob Buchholz. The new Vice President is KCASOG Doug Rathman. [ was re-elected President for the year. [ am
only the second President to be re-elected in the history of the club. Iam not planning on being the first three-
term president either.

Those who were at the December meeting received a treat, we had a good dinner of meat and cheese trays, chips
and pop. There were also some great door prizes, most of which came from Omaha Electronics. We had a 40-
meter receiver kit, a Ham Radio for Dummies book, some great little voltmeters, and a nice meter accessory kit (I
think either capacitance or inductance).

Committee changes so far this year, Linda WQONSA has agreed to handle membership as well as the publishing of
this months Hum. There are still some open committees like Field Day (I fired the old FD chair, ME, as a condi-
tion of running for re-election), publications, and a few more. There is also a couple of current chairmen who
would like an assistant or help with organizing their events. Please see me it you are interested.

(8) Telecommunications contract carrier has the definition found in section 86-120;

(9) Telecommunications service has the definition found in section 86-121; and

(10) Utility information services means meter reading, outage detection, demand-side management, and other
information services related to supplying electric service that may be provided using the electric utility infrastruc-
ture or information service facilities of a public power supplier.

Sec. 3. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, any public power supplier may:

(1) Use any electric utility infrastructure or information service facility that it owns, operates, or controls to pro-
vide utility information services for a fee or charge to its customers and install, own, operate, maintain, and use
information service facilities in connection with providing utility information services or electric service to its
customers; and

(2) Enter into any lease, license, or other agreement with any telecommunications common carrier, telecommuni-
cations contract carrier, or any other person, for a fee or charge determined by the public power supplier, to use
the public power supplier's electric utility infrastructure or information service facilities to provide broadband
service to customers of a public power supplier.

Sec. 4. Any service provided by a public power supplier to its customers pursuant to subdivision (1) or (2) of sec-
tion 3 of this act, including service using any access broadband over power line system or other carrier current
system, shall be governed and regulated solely by the governing body of the public power supplier. Any telecom-
munications service that is provided pursuant to subdivision (2) of section 3 of this act by a telecommunications
common carrier or telecommunications contract carrier using any electric utility infrastructure or information
service facilities shall be provided in accordance with the Nebraska Telecommunications Regulation Act, except
that in no event shall the Nebraska Telecommunications Regulation Act apply to any

broadband service provided using an access broadband over power line system or other carrier current system.
Sec. 5. Sections 2 to 4 of this act shall be liberally construed to effectuate their purposes. The provisions of sec-
tions 2 to 4 of this act are independent of and supplemental to any other applicable provisions of law, petition for
creation, or charter.

Sec. 6. The Revisor of Statutes shall assign sections 1 to 5 of this act within Chapter 70.

Sec. 7. If any section in this act or any part of any section is declared invalid or unconstitutional, the declaration
shall not affect the validity or constitutionality of the remaining portions.
